Rights of the Terminally Il Act 1995
The Act allowed a terminally ill patient to end their life with

medical assistance, either by the direct involvement of a physician
or by procurement of drugs.

Those who assist in the ending of a person's life under the Act
were immune from prosecution or other legal consequences if

acting in good faith. (Sections 16 and 20).

Schedule 1—Amendment of the Northern
Territory (Self-Government) Act 1978

Euthanasia Laws Act 1997
50A Laws concerning euthanasia

(1) Subject to this section the power of the Legislative Assembly
conferred by section 6 in relation to the making of laws does not
extend to the making of laws which permit or have the effect of
permitting (whether subject to conditions or not) the form of
intentional killing of another called euthanasia (which includes
mercy killing) or the assisting of a person to terminate his or her
life.

However, before the Commonwealth government made
this amendment, three people had already died through
physician assisted suicide under the legislation, aided by Dr
Philip Nitschke.
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Voluntary Assisted Dying Bill 2017

Victoria became the first Australian state to pass legislation
allowing voluntary assisted dying., it gives anyone suffering a
terminal illness, with less than six months to live, the right to
end their life. It will come into effect in mid 2019.

How will it work?
Two doctors will have to sign off on the process, assessing whether the patient is eligible.

A doctor is not allowed to initiate discussion or
suggest voluntary assisted dying to a patient.

A patient requesting a medically assisted death will
have to make two formal requests as well as a
written statement.

The doctor will prescribe the substance, which will
be dispensed by a pharmacist.

If they are able, the patient will administer the
lethal substance themselves, but if they are not,
a doctor will be able to assist.

The patient would have to nominate a contact
person to return any unused substance to the
pharmacist.

Doctors will have the right to refuse to provide information, prescribe or administer an assisted-dying
substance if they are conscientious objectors.
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
