It
comprises five instances and
subdivides into the Constitutional
Court, the Supreme Court, the Courts
of General Jurisdiction, the
Commercial Courts, the Intellectual
Property Court, the Military Courts.
Russia has a multi-party system, but
during the last 17 years an unopposed
party "The Unite Russia" dominates in
the political life.
