Cultural Day

May 25, 2015 is the
Azerbaijan Cultural Day at
China University of Political
Science and Law. Narmina
Hasanova, a master student
from Azerbaijan, talked about
her home country’s culture.

According to her, the etymology of the name “Azerbaijan” means
the “land of fire” (azer, meaning “fire”, refers to the natural
burning of surface oil deposits or to the oil-fueled fires in temples
of the Zoroastrian religion). The Culture of Azerbaijan has
developed under the influence of Islamic and European cultures
and has an Iranian and Turkic heritage as well as Russian
influences, due to its former status as a Soviet republic.

Baku, the capital and largest city of Azerbaijan, is renowned for
its harsh winds. This is reflected in the city’s nickname, the “City
of Winds”. Baku is a city founded upon oil. At present Baku
produces one-fifth of the oil that is used in the world, and the
immense output in crude petroleum from this single city far
surpasses that in any other district where oil is found. The largest
industry in Baku is petroleum, and its petroleum exports are a
large contributor to Azerbaijan's GDP.

Azeri traditional cuisine, including dishes such as pilaf, uch baci,
qutab, dolma and dovga, is very famous. Therefore, Mina shared
some of this delicious food with us. Azerbaijan also has a typical
tea. However, due to the limited time, she didn’t have time to
make this tea for us. As for the Azeri traditional folk dance, a
Turkish girl, Melda, showed part of the dance for us. Of course,
Azeri carpets are very famous as well. The rich carpet-weaving
tradition is a source of pride for Azeri people which serves to
display the artistic sensibilities of carpet weavers (most of the
time women) and their ability to combine various forms and
symbols with natural colors. In terms of sports, freestyle
wrestling, football, chess and volleyball are very popular in
Azerbaijan.
