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Experience in North Korea

I went to the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea
to partake in the Mangyongdae Prize International
Marathon ( Pyongyang Marathon). It was a 3 nights
stay in the DPRK. Before departure from Dandong on
a train to North Korea, our guide from Koryo Tour
briefed us on our stay there and the rules to follow.
The first day was spent crossing the border and
arriving in Pyongyang. The second day was spent
visiting (pictures from above). All through the time in
the DPRK, we had a total of four guides, our foreign
guide from Koryo Tour and three local Korean guides.

The third day was the marathon day. And the fourth day was departure time back to
China. I believe the best way to explain how interactions with people in the DPRK
were, is to make an analogy with the movie The Trueman Show. There is an odd
feeling in not knowing whether the people there are aware of how their country is
perceived by the outside world or whether foreigners in the DPRK are just
interacting with actors. It can feels quite odd, extremely prepared and all
orchestrated. Although we were allowed to take pictures and walk around, there
would always be a guide looking at us and making sure we see what they want us to
see. The food was quite okay, nothing incredible nor bad, quite normal Korean
dishes were served to us. Our group of 17 was hosted in a 300+ rooms hotel which
was quite nice although it felt empty. Around 600 foreigners participated in the
marathon.
